The other girlsin the school near Gates Avenue wore new and pretty clothes that
spring. But thelittle girl from GatesAvenuestill worethe dirty dressthat shehad worn all
winter. Probably that wasthe only dress she owned.

Her teacher wasvery unhappy. Thelittle girl wasso nice! Sheawaysworked hardin
school; shewasawaysfriendly and polite. Her face wasdirty and her hair was untidy, but
anyone could seethat shewas pretty under the dirt.

One day the teacher said, “Won't you wash your face before you come to school
tomorrow morning? Please do that, just for me.”

The next morning the child’s pretty face was clean, and her hair tidy. Beforethelittle
girl went homethat afternoon, theteacher said, “Now, dear, please ask your mother to wash
your dress.”

But the girl continued to wear the same dirty dress. “Her mother is probably not
interested in her” the teacher thought. So she bought abright blue dressand gaveit to the
little girl. The child took the gift eagerly and rushed home.




The next morning she came to school in the new blue dress, and she was very clean
and tidy. Shetold her teacher, “My mother couldn’t believe her eyeswhen she saw methis
morning in my new dress. My father wasn't at home, but he' Il see me at supper tonight.”
Shewasfull of excitement.

When her father saw her in the new blue dress, he was amazed to find that he had a
very pretty little girl. When the family ate supper, he was even more amazed to seeacloth
onthekitchentable. Thefamily had never used atable cloth before. “\We' regoing to begin
tobetidier here,” hiswifesaid. “ I’ m ashamed to be dirty when our daughter isso clean.”

After supper, the mother began to wash the kitchen floor. Her husband watched silently
for several moments. Then hewent outside and beganto repair thefence. The next evening,
with thefamily’shelp, he began to make agarden.

During thefollowing week, the manin the next house watched what his neighbour was
doing. And by the end of the week, the man began to paint hishouse— for thefirst timein
tenyears. A few dayslater, the young minister of achurch near Gates Avenue passed these
two housesand saw two menworking. For thefirst timehenoticed that therewasno pavement
on GatesAvenue, and no streetlight, and no running water. “ Peoplewho aretrying so hard to
make decent homes here deserve help,” the minister thought. He asked some important
citizensin the city to help them.

A few months later, because of the young minister, there was a pavement on Gates
Avenue. Therewasastreetlight on the corner, and the houses had running water. Six months
after the little girl got her new blue dress, Gates Avenue had become atidy street where
respectablecitizenslived.

When peoplein other places heard the story of GatesAvenue, they began to organise
their own ‘clean up’ campaigns. Since 1913, more than seven thousand towns and cities
have organised campaignsfor painting and repairing homes and making better livesfor the
peoplewho livein them.

Oral Discourse: Talk on - “Impact of scientific inventions on human life.”
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A. Readin‘g

On the busy Bowbazaar Street in Calcuttathere was an
old building. It wasthe headquarters of the Indian Association
for Cultivation of Science. In December, onafineeveningin
1927, there was much excitement in one of its |aboratories.
Chandrasekhar Venkata Raman was showing avisitor some of
hisinstrumentswhen ayoung man, K.S.Krishnan, rushedinand
announced, “ Professor Compton haswon the Nobel Prize.”

Ramanwasequally delighted. “ Excellent news,” hesaid,
smiling at thevisitor and then hewaslost in thought. “But ...
look here, Krishnan,” he said turning to the young man, “if this
Compton Effect istrue of X-rays, it must betrue of light too.”

A few years earlier, A.H.Compton had shown that the J&
nature of X-rays changes when passed through matter. The
change was dependent on the kind of matter. Thiseffect wascalled the* Compton Effect.’

Could light also changeits nature when passed through atransparent medium? That
was the question that Raman asked himself. For five years he had been doing research in
optics, the science of light. No sophisticated equipment was availablein hislaboratory, but
Raman was confident that he could find the answer with some modificationsin hisequipment.

Four months later, on March 16, 1928, Raman announced his discovery of ‘new
radiation’ (describing the behaviour of abeam of light passing through aliquid chemical) to
an assembly of scientistsat Bangalore (now called Bengaluru).

Theworld hailed the discovery asthe ‘ Raman Effect’ . For scientific researchinthis
country, it was a red-letter day. His discovery caught the attention of the world. With
equipment worth hardly Rs. 200/- and limited facilities, Raman wasableto makeadiscovery
which won him the Nobel Prizein physicsin 1930.

Raman was born on
November 7, 1888, at
Tiruchirgpali in Tamil Nadu. His
father wasaphysicsteacher ina
college. He was a brilliant
student right from the start. When
Raman passed hismatriculation,
hisparentswere keento send him
abroad for higher studies. But on
medical grounds, a British
surgeon advised them against it
and Raman stayed in the country
to do the M.A. course at
Presidency College in Madras
(now called Chennai).




Science had already made animpression on him and he began to write research papers
for sciencejournals. When hewas only 19, he became amember of the Indian Association
for Cultivation of Science. Meanwhile, respecting his parents’ wishes, he took up an
administrativejob in the Finance Ministry in Calcutta. Hisinterest in science, however, did
not flag. He used to spend his hours after office in the lab of the Association working
throughout the night.

In his youth, Raman was mainly interested in acoustics, the science of sound. He
studied how stringed instruments like the violin and the sitar could produce harmonious
music.

Hewas elected to the Royal Society of London in 1924 and the British Government
made him aknight of the British Empirein 1929. It wasahigh honour for any great scientist.

Hisadviceto young scientistswasto ook at the world around them and not to confine
themselvesto their |aboratories. “ The essence of science,” hesaid, “isindependent thinking
and hard work, not equipment.”

C.V.Raman wasthefirst Indian scholar who studied wholly in Indiaand received the
Nobel Prize. He was the first Asian and the first non-white to win such a great award in
science. He passed away in 1970 on November 21. But hismemoriesarewith us. February
28, theday on which hediscovered the‘Raman Effect’, iscelebrated asNational Science
Day to commemorate hisremarkabl e achievement in science.

Susruta, an Ancient Plastic Surgeon

It was midnight when Susrutawas awakened by afrantic knocking at the door.

“Who'sout there?’ asked the aged doctor, taking alighted torch from itssocket inthe
wall and approaching the door.

“I'matraveller, my revered Susruta,” wasthe anguished reply. “ A tragedy hasbefallen
me. | need your help....”

Susrutaopened the door. What he saw was aman kneeling before him, tearsflowing
from hiseyes and blood from his disfigured nose.

“Get up, my son, and comein,” said Susruta. “ Everythingwill beall right. But bequiet,

He led the stranger to a neat and clean room, with the surgical instruments on its
walls. Hewashed hisface with water and the juice of amedicina plant. Hethen offered him
amug of wine and began preparing for the operation.
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With alarge leaf of a creeper brought from the garden, he measured the size of the
stranger’ snose. Taking aknifeand forcepsfromthewall, he held them over aflameand cut
astrip of flesh from the stranger’s cheek. The man moaned, but the wine had numbed his

Senses.

After bandaging the cut in the cheek, Susruta
cautiously inserted two pipes into the stranger’s nostrils
and transplanted the flesh to the disfigured nose. Moulding
the flesh into shape he dusted the nose with powdered
liquorice, red sandalwood and an extract of Indian barberry.
He then enveloped the nose in cotton, sprinkled some
refined oil of sesameonit and finally put abandage.

Before the traveller left, he was given instructions
onwhat to do and what not to do and alist of medicinesand
herbshewasto takeregularly. He was a so asked to come
back after afew weeksto be examined.

In this manner Susruta mended a nose some 26 \\\
centuriesago. And what hedidisnot greatly differentfrom *- :
what a plastic surgeon would do today. In fact, Susrutaistoday recognised asthefather of
plastic surgery al over theworld. Histreatise, Susrutasamhita, has considerable medical
knowledge of relevance even today. It indicates that Indiawas far ahead of therest of the
worldinmedical knowledge.

Borninthesixth century B.C., Susrutawas adescendant of the Vedic sage Viswamitra.
Helearnt surgery and medicine at thefeet of Divodasa Dhanvantari in his hermitage at
Varanasi. Later, he became an authority in not only surgery but also in other branches of
medicine.

Hewasthefirst physicianto advocate what istoday known asthe’ caesarean’ operation.
Hewasalso an expert in removing urinary stones, locating and treating fracturesand doing
eye operations for cataract. His suggestion to give wine to patients about to be operated
upon makes him also the father of anaesthesia.

In histreatise, Susruta listed 101 types of instruments. His Samdamsa Yantras are
thefirst forms of themodern surgeon’s spring forceps and dissection and dressing forceps.
In fact, his system of naming surgical tools after

the animals or birds they resemble in shape, for Surgical instruments used
example crocodile forceps, hawkshill forceps, is by Susruta
adopted even today.

Susrutawas a so an excellent teacher. Hetold
his pupilsthat one could become agood physician
only if one knew both theory and practice. He
advised his pupilsto use carcasses and models for
practice before surgery.

TheWonderful World of Chess

Introduction

Kingdoms have vanished.
Kings have gone. But one game
they played remained with us; and
probably remainswith usforever:
CHESS. It haswon the hearts of
Indians, Egyptians, Persians,
Chinese, Japanese and every
thinking animal on the earth.
What isit that made it so dear to
our hearts? Different peoplegive
different reasons.

History

This wonderful game of
chess is a gift of India to the 5 B
world. TheHindusbelievethat it
was invented by Queen Mandodari, the wife of King Ravana. However, historian
H.J.R.Murray holdsthat it wasinvented by a scholar from North-West Indiaaround fifth
century. Inthosedaysit wascalled ‘ chaturanga’ —thefour divisionsof themilitary. Legend
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hasit that thisinventor was ordered by theruler to ask for areward for hisinvention. He
requested the king to give him 1 grain of ricefor thefirst square, 2 for the second one, 4
for the third one, and so on - doubling the number of grains continuously up to the 64"
square. Everybody thought that hewasafool. But when theroyal accountantsannounced
the quantity of rice that should be given to the inventor, everyone was awestruck. The
figure was gigantic. No one had ever heard of such an enormous number. It was
18,446,774,073,709,551,615. The accountantstold the king that it could not be paid even
with all therice available on earth. What anumber! If you want an idea of how big this
number is, imagine you have thismuch money. Then, if you spend one crore rupees every
second of your life, it takes approximately 60,000 yearsfor you to spend all the money.

TheRulesof the Game

Just like any other game, chessisalso governed by rules. The piecesor the chessmen
liketherook, the knight, the bishop, etc., move ontheboardin quitearestricted way. The
movement of each pieceisimportant becauseif apiece can moveto asquare, it can capture
the piecein that square, whoever it may be.

Theking (rau) and the queen (mantri) can movein any direction. Nevertheless, the
king cannot go beyond one square whereas the queen has no such restrictions.

The bishop (sakatu) and the rook (enugu) can move to any square provided it ison
their path. The bishop goesdiagonally whereasthe rook goes straight.

The knight (gurram) and the pawn (bantu) are very special in their own ways. The
knight isthe only piecethat can jump over other pieces. He goestwo squaresforward (or
backward) and one square sideways (to the left or to the right). The pawn, like abrave
soldier, marches only forward. When it starts from the second row, it has the option of
going one square or two squaresforward. However, after thefirst move, it can only move
onesquareforward. The pawn hasaspecial move. It can go onesquarediagonaly whenit
captures one of hisopponent’s men; evenif it isthe mighty king. The pawn has another
speciadlity. Itisthe only piecethat can have promotion to any rank. Thisispossible only
when it reaches any square on thefirst row of the opponent.

A player marches her chessmen and triesto capture the opponent’sking. If shedoes
that, she calls out ‘checkmate’ and wins the game. It sounds simple, but it is very, very
complicated. Do you know how many waysarethereto do that? Mathematicians say that
around 10'° unique games are possible in chess. Compare this jumbo number with the
earlier number 2% — 1. How big is this? There aren’t even that many electrons in this
universe.
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Competitions and Governing bodies

Each district and state has a chess association, which conducts training camps and
tournaments. The state associations are affiliated to All India Chess Federation, which in
turn is affiliated to the World Chess Federation. It is also called FIDE. It acts as the
governing body of international chesscompetitions. It givesaratingto every player inthe
world depending upon the number of gameswon, drawn or lost - the greater therating the
better the player. If you are on the lookout, you will find many invitation tournaments
conducted at school, village, mandal, district and statelevels. You can riseto the ranks of
an International Grandmaster, (or smply ‘ Grandmaster’ asisused nowadays) by winning
more and more games and becoming a Candidate M aster, then the FIDE Master, and then an
International Master.

The Benefits of the Game

Thebenefitsof playing chessareinnumerable. Somesay it refreshestheir mind while
otherssay itimprovestheir memory, concentration, and logical thinking. Infact, some
experiments have proved that it does all these things. Since chess involves a number of
calculations, it increases our mathematical abilities and problem solving skills. That
iswhy it is taught as a school subject in as many as 30 countries including Venezuela,
Iceland, and Russia. So, what are you waiting for? Start playing chessright away!

Sentences 2 and 3talk about what is certain according to mathematicsand according
to the rules of chess respectively. Thistype of conditionis called if-clause type O.
Thisisalso used to talk about universal truths, common sense, experience, and facts
decided by science. Eg. 1. If you heat ice, it melts. 2. If you put blue litmus paper in
any acid, itturnsred.

Koneru Humpy

Koneru Humpy is an Indian chess player, and the best
woman at the chess board that the nation has ever produced.
Among thefemale chessplayersof India, sheisconsidered to
be on par with Vishwanathan Anand. SheholdstheWorld No. 2
rank (Judit Polgar isNo.1) among the femal e chess players.

Early Lifeand Introduction to the Game of Chess

She was born on the 31st of March, 1987 at Gudivada,
Krishnadistrict of AndhraPradesh. Her father, Koneru Ashok
worked asalecturer in Chemistry. Hewasawonderful chess
player, who won the South India Open Championship in 1985.
Young Humpy got attracted towardsthe gameat avery young age of just 5 years. Her father
soon spotted her extraordinary skillsin the game and realized she could become a great
player if conditioned properly. Ashok took the bold decision of giving up his job to
concentrate fully upon Humpy’schess career.

Thelmpressive Beginning upon the Chess Board

The little Humpy showed her remarkable prowess as an excellent chess player as
soon as she began playing the game. She caught everybody’s attention for the first time
when shewon the Under 8 National Chess Championship intheyear 1995.

Remar kable Performance at the | nternational L evel

Soon after proving her excellence at the nationd level, K oneru entered the I nternational
Chess Circuit. After taking the world by storm and clinching the World Chesstitlesin the
Under 10, Under 12 and Under 14 age groups, Humpy got an International Master titlein
theyear 1999, at the age of 12 years. Further, she achieved her 3rd Grandmaster normin
the ElekesMemorial Grandmaster Tournament held at Budapest, Hungary. Koneru created
aworld record by earning the International Grandmaster title at the age of 15 years1 month
and 29 days. She broke Judit Polgar’srecord to achieve the feat, and became the youngest
woman ever to have earned the coveted title. Later, Hou Yifan broke Humpy’srecord by
earning thetitle at the age of 14 years6 monthsin theyear 2008. Koneru Humpy has been
the First Indian Woman to have received an International Grandmaster titlein the game of

chess.
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Performance at the World
ChessChampionship

In the year 2001 she won the World Junior
Chess Championship. Shelost inthe Second Round
of the Women’sWorld Chess Championship 2006.
Her performance in 2008 was better. Shereached
the Semi Final Round, where shelost to Hou Yifan
of China. Humpy participated inthe FIDE Women's
Grand Prix 2009-2011 and finished in overal
second position, inturn qualifying aschallenger for
Women’'sWorld Chess Championship 2011.

Pride of the Nation

At DohaAsian Games 2006, Koneru Humpy
madethe nation proud by bagging two Gold Medas
in the Individual aswell as Team Event of Chess.
She also won the International Open Chess
Tournament 2007 held at Kaupthing, Luxembourg. In October 2007, Humpy scored the
FIDE rating of 2606 points, just behind the World No. 1 femal e chess player, Judit Polgar.
Humpy has broken the world record set by Susan Polgar who had arating of 2577 points
while shewasat the World No. 2 spot. Humpy has al so been the second woman ever inthe
history of chess who has crossed the 2600 points mark. Judit Polgar has doneit for the
first time.

For showing extraordinary talent asachess player and making the nation proud several
timesat theinternational level, Koneru Humpy has been honoured with anumber of awards
and recognitions. To commend her exceptional skillsand achievements, the Government
of Indiabestowed upon her the coveted Arjuna Award in theyear 2003. Further, intheyear
2007 she was awarded with the prestigious Padma Shri Award. Humpy was also conferred
upon the Raja-Lakshmi Award in the year 2008 by Raja-L akshmi Foundation of Chennai.

Snakesin India

What arethe most dangerous animals on the Indian subcontinent? They arenot lions,
tigers or wolves but poisonous snakes. They attack far more frequently than most people
suspect. Over 20,000 humans are bitten by venomous snakes in India each year.
Unfortunately, the death-rate from snake bites is high, largely because of widespread
ignorance about snakes and snakebite prevention. Also, proper medical treatment isoften
delayed or unobtai nable. According to an estimate made by the World Health Organi zation,
about 15,000 deaths from snakebites occur annually in India—nearly half the world total
of such deaths. Even for thosewho survive, it isadreadful experience, usually resultingin
daysor weeksof agony.

Take what happened to Tengal Kamal on arainy evening in August 1981. Kamal, a
25-year-old farmer living near Goregaon, asuburb of Mumbai, wasworking barefoot in his
fieldswhen he suddenly felt asharp sting on hisright foot.

Kamal examined hisfoot and saw two tiny marks near the ankle. Convinced it wasa
snake-bite, he hastily tied aropejust above hisknee, and called out to arelative working
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nearby, who immediately took him by taxi to alocal doctor’sdispensary. Unfortunately, the
doctor was not afully qualified allopathic practitioner and did not know about antivenin
serum (anti-snake venom) or how to administer it. He gave Kamal apain- killing injection
and antibiotic tablets. Hetold him to rest at home until the pain subsides.

But during the next
few hours, Kamal felt
increasingly giddy and
vomited continually. His
right foot and lower leg
swelled aarmingly and
the pain was unbearable.
Kamal’srelativesrushed
him to a large public
hospital in central
Mumbai.

By then it was
more than five hours
since Kamal had been
bitten and blood had
begun to ooze from the snake-bite marks. Hisgumswere al so bleeding and a soft thin tube
put through Kamal’snoseinto his stomach revealed alarge amount of blood. Fearing that it
might already be too late, the doctor gave Kamal an injection of antivenin, and began an
emergency blood transfusion.

Over the next three days, Kamal was given 15 such transfusions as well as a repeat
shot of antivenin. It was only after the fifth day that he was declared out of danger. After
about afortnight hewasfinally discharged from hospital.

Only about 50 of the more than 200 species of snakes in India are venomous. Of
these, only four—Russell’s viper, saw-scaled viper, Indian cobraand common krait—are
really dangerous. They arefound acrossthe country, from desert to fertile plains. Whileall
thefour are most common in rural India, Indian cobras and common kraitscan befoundin
and around any human dwelling, posing danger even in the suburbs of major cities like
Mumbai, Kolkata, and New Delhi.

Of the death-dealing quartet, the Russdll’ sviper
P e AR is found from the paddy fields and river valleys of
R ¢ north Indiato thedensely forested hillsof Tamil Nadu,
e ¢ Kerala, and Karnatakain the south. Tan or brownish,
thick-bodied, and reaching alength of one metre, it
haslong, movablefangsthat inject alarge amount of
venom, making it even moredangerousthantheIndian
cobra




Monocle Cobra Thelndian cobra, arelative of somekiller snakes
of Asia, Africaand Australia, isreadily recognized by
the ‘spectacle’ (picture on the right) and ‘ monocle

(picture on the left) marks on its back. However, the
black cobrahas no distinguishing marks.

About one and a half to two metres long, the
cobraspends much of itstime underground or beneath
dead logs or stones, feeding mainly on frogsand rats.
Thecobra shiteisshallow and deliversasmaller dose
of venom. But thevenom isthreetimesastoxic as

that of the Russell’sviper.

Even more toxic is the venom of the
secretive and timid common krait. Oneto one
and a half metres in length, it is found
throughout India. Thecommon kraitisusualy
glistening, bluish-black, with thin, often
indistinct, white cross-bands.

Contrary to what many people believe, most snakes are timid, nocturnal creatures,
feeding mostly onrats, mice, frogs, toads, lizards or birds. They attack humans only when
actually stepped upon, or provoked in some way. Precautions, such as wearing shoesand
long trousers when walking through high grass and undergrowth, will lessen the risk of
being bitten, for most snake-bitesin Indiaoccur as peoplewalk barefoot. Carry alantern
or atorch when you venture out at night.

Beat the ground ahead with along stick asyou walk—snakeswill perceivethevibrations
and dither away. The snakesmove around aslong asthey haveratsto feed on. Hence, keep
your home and its surroundings rat-free. One should be alert during the monsoon season
when snakesare most active.

Thomas Alva Edison, the greatest inventor of all times, is the most suitable
exampleof hisown saying. Thisgreat, outstanding USinventor had the credit of making
1001 inventions. Canyou imagineaworld without € ectric light, recorded music, cinema
etc., which are the contributions of thisgreat genius?

| 134
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Edison wasborn on February 11, 1847 at Milan, Ohio. Hisfather was in-charge
of alight house at L ake Huron. Although he could not continue hisstudiesin hisschoal,
hewasvery inquisitivefrom hisboyhood to learn by understanding. When hewasonly
ten years old, he set up alaboratory in the basement of his father’s work place. He
loved to mix liquids and powdersto observethereactions.

At theageof 12, he began selling newspapersand candy intrains. Asavery keen
observer, helearnt some preliminary techniques of tel egraphy from the station master,
which led him later to work asaroving telegrapher. During his stint asasupervisor in
aTelegraph company, he created astock printer. With the money received fromit, he
set up alaboratory for carrying out hisexperiments and research work. In subsequent
years he invented phonograph — the machine for recording and reproducing sound.
Edison thus made man’svoiceimmortal. In 1878, he demonstrated thelight bulb— a
carbon filament electric bulb.

While experimenting on electric lamp, he discovered an important scientific
principle known as ‘ Edison Effect’. This discovery led to the invention of electron
valves and the modern el ectronicsindustry restson thisprinciple. In 1882, heset up a
power generating station which supplied power to afew residents of New York City.
L ater, he devel oped the kinetograph which was thefirst step towards motion picture
camera. Cinemahouses are here today because of theinventive geniusof Edison. His
other inventionsinclude the spheres of X-rays, telephone and other electronic items.
Hisinventions made him one of the richest menin America.

Thisgreat genius passed away on 18 October, 1931.

. Creative Expression (Oral and Written Discourses)
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In order to achievethe abovelearning outcomes, the new textbooks have eight unitswith
different themesand genres.

Featuresof the Textbook
Thefollowing arethefeatures of the Textbook:

= Unitsarethematically organized with passagesmeant for listening and reading. Activities
focuson reading comprehension, vocabulary, grammar and study skills.

M easures have been taken to help learners get the rulesfamiliarised with different genres
such asnarratives, essays, biographical sketches, plays, poems, etc. and construct them
inoral aswell aswritten forms.

Though the componentsin aunit have been organised aslistening, speaking (ord activity),
reading and writing, an integrated treatment of these skills has been worked oui.

Vocabulary and grammar exercises have been contextually designed.

A few guestions and activities, given under comprehension, do not target any fixed
responses; instead, they demand the learnersto use language authentically both orally
and in writing. These comprehension questions and the language activities are merely
stepping stonesfor thelearnersto gain proficiency inthe language and as such are not
goalsby themselves.

Componentsof a Unit

Face Sheet / Trigger: Each unit startswith apicture/ quotation/ poem followed by some
interactivequestions. Thisisto warm-up the students and to generate genuineinterest
towardsthetheme and thereading textsin theunit. Theteacher can put more number of
guestionsthat demand divergent responsesfrom children in order to encourage themto
interact more effectively.

Reading Texts: Every unit consists of three reading texts (Reading A, B and C). The
reading textsinclude different genres such as stories, narratives, biographical sketches,
short plays, speeches, monologues, letters, interviews and essays related to the theme
of theunit. All textsarefollowed by glossary, and afew comprehension questions. You
will find the questionsthat hel p studentsthink critically, reflect on what they haveread,
and interpret thetext intheir own words. Teachers should follow the suggested transaction
process in the classroom.
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Language Activities

Vocabulary: Thissection containssomevocabulary tasks/activities/exercises. You will
find matching questions, finding synonyms/ antonyms, phrasal verbs, multiple shades of
meanings, collocations, homonyms, homophones, homographs, idioms, word-formation
activities, etc.

Grammar: This section contains some grammar tasks/activities/exercises. You will
find tasksthat make the students explorethelanguage. You will also find activitiesthat
help studentsidentify grammatical errorsand edit them.

Writing: This section contains some written discourses that help students write
conversations, descriptions, narratives/ stories, messages, e-mails, SM Ses, diary entries,
letters, paragraph, an essays, biographical sketches, songs / poems and some other
discourses. You will also find some tasks that need group discussion, collation of
information from various sources, and then writing apiece collaboratively.

Sudy Skills: This section contains some tasks/activities/exercises to improve study

skills. Youwill find some verbal and nonverbal activitieslike pie charts, bar diagrams,
tables, advertisements, dictionary entries, route maps, etc. These activities help children
interprete, analyze and transfer the data, and use the language appropriately.

Listening: Thissection containsa listening text (givenin Appendix-1) and afew tasks/
activities/exercisestoimprove speaking and listening competencies. Youwill find some
listening comprehension questions, and questions that call for the students' reflection
onwhat they havelistened to.

Oral Activity: This section contains some oral discourses to improve speaking
competencies. In this section you will find some oral activities that encourage the
children to participatein the conversations, discussions, debates, compering, presenting
reports, speeches, etc.

Project: This section contains one or two projects related to the theme of the unit.
They require studentsto find resources, to work out thetask i.e. collection, analysisand
Interpretation of data, to prepare areport and to present their findings before the class.

Self -Assessment Checklist: Thechecklist given at the end of each unit helpsthelearner
to assess his/ her own learning. The self-assessment tools reflect all the sectionsin a
unit. Thischeck list also helps the teacher to assess the learning levels of children.
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The Assessment

Language learning is acontinuous process. Assessment isnot an activity distinct
fromlearning. Sincelearningisfacilitated through group discussions, pair discussionsand
individually, assessment also operatesat theindividual level, in peersandin groups. This
will help thelearnersto compare their strengths and weaknesses and make modifications
intheir learning. We propose Continuous and Comprehensive Assessment at all levels of
languagelearning.

CCE isan attempt to shift fromrote-learning to constructing knowledge and applying
it asand when required. CCE isan ongoing processand isanintegral part of thelesson. At
every point of classroom transaction, we will have to assess what the child haslearnt for
which the same activitiesthat are used for teaching / learning are used. The questionsin
the examination paper shall not ssmply be based on information given in the textbooks but
shall create dlotsfor thelearner to uselanguagein ameaningful way applying what she has
learnt. So *mugging up’ by the student will not be of any useto him or her.

Typesof Assessment

There aretwo types of assessment
1. Formative A ssessment

2. SummativeAssessment

Guidelines for Formative Assessment

Formative assessment isdone based on four toolsthat cover al thelanguage competencies
(Academic Standards). Theseare:

1. Read and Reflect
2. Written Works
3. Project Work

4. Slip Test

Teacher hasto assessthe performance of thelearnersfor each term. 20 marks allotted
for Formative test in which 5 marks are alotted for each tool. This is not a single day
activity; itisacumulative account of what has happened in day- to-day classroom transaction.
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Criteriafor awarding marksunder each tool:

Read and Reflect : The child has to read one reading text (other than text book) such as
story, newsreport, article etc. Children haveto read, comprehend and expresstheir opinion
inoral andwritten. Theoral and written reflections arethe evidencesfor awarding marks.

Written Works: Thisiswithregardto: 1. Exercisesgivenin thetext book, 2. Discourses
assigned to individuals during classroom transaction. 3. Answersto afew extrapolating
guestions.

Thefacilitator hasto go through the written works and award marks based on the
children’sperformancein view of the presentation of their own thoughtswith well formed
sentences.

Thechild hasto maintain 2 note books. Thefirst oneis meant for read and reflect,
project work and slip test. The second oneisexclusively for written works.

Projects. The oral and written performance of children which cover all the academic
standards / learning outcomes should be considered while awarding marksin various stages
i.e. planning, execution, analysisand interpretation of data, report writing and presentation
with feedback.

Slip Test: Thistest should be conducted without giving any prior noticeto children. This
test should cover the targeted discourses (by taking two / three targeted discourses in
each formative assessment). This practice will help children in attempting the written
discourses in Summative Tests successfully. The teacher may conduct the slip test for 20
marks so asto cover more number of questions. Finally it hasto be reduced to 5 marks.

Teacher’sunit cum period plan should reflect children’s oral performance.
Summative Assessment

Therewill be a Summative Assessment after every term. Thetest isfor 100 marks.
Out of these, 20 marks are all otted for Formative assessment and 80 marks are allotted for
written test.

Theaverage marks of Formative 1 and 2 should be added to first Summative-1. The
average marksof four Formativetests should be added to final Summative-11 (Public exam).

AsCCE isaschool based assessment, every school should preparetheir own question
papersfor summative assessment.
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There are two papers (Paper-1 & 11) in Summative -1 & 1. Each paper carries 40
marks.

Thefollowing are the domains of assessment for both papers.
1. Oral performance (10 marks)

2. Reading comprehension (25 marks)

3. Vocabulary and grammar (20 marks)

4. Conventionsof writing & spelling (5 marks)

5. Creative writing (Discourses) (20 marks)

Note: Themarks(10) alotted for oral performancein summative assessment are based on
the children oral performance during the period of particualar summative assessment.

Theteachersunit cum period plan should be the evidence for awarding the marks.
