There is another reason why the Eskimos sometimes eat raw
meat: in this way they get the greatest possible nourishment. The Eskimos make up for the lack of
vitamins from vegetables by eating the kidneys and liver of their prey raw. These organs have an
abundant store of all vitamins needed by the human body.
